Republic Act 9482 

(Anti-Rabies Act of 2007) 

Section 11. 

PET OWNER PENALTIES 

    Pet owners who fail or refuse to have their dog registered 
and immunized against rabies shall be punished by a fine of Two 
Thousand Pesos (P2,000.00)    

    Pet owners who refuse to have their dog vaccinated 
against rabies shall be liable to pay for the vaccination of both the 
dog and the individual bitten by their dog. 

   Pet owners who refuse to have their dog put under observation 
after said dog has bitten an individual shall be meted a fine of Ten 
Thousand Pesos (P10,000.00) 

    Pet owners who refuse to have their dog put under obser-
vation and do not shoulder the medical expenses of the person 
bitten by their dog shall be meted a fine of Twenty Five Thousand 
Pesos (P25,000.00) 

    Pet owners who refuse to put a leash on their dogs while 
they are brought outside the house shall be meted a fine of Five 
Hundred Pesos (P500.00) for each incident.
